Steve Smith, father of two and resident of Coppell, was selected as “Most
Deserving Fathel by the Plaza at Preston Center for his dedication to his
family on the 100th anniversary of Father’s Day June 20.

When he was told they had done a
video honoring him and entered it in the contest, he was surprised, but when
told he had won the contest, he was overwhelmed.

It was a family effort, with Harrison and Benjamin helping their mother to
create a two-minute video about why their dad deserves the title.

The boys said their dad was very supportive and always on the sidelines at
their baseball and basketball games. They also said that even with his
stressful job as an advertising executive, he makes time for his family.

“He took me to New York in the middle of his work, ” Harrison said. “He just
dropped everything and didrit do anything work-related for a week just so he
could spend time with me. That's just one reason he’s a great dad.”

Two other deserving dads were honored as runners-up, each with great
stories submitted by their sons.



Denton resident Greg Brown, a father of three, retired from the Navy and
attended college with his son. Preston Hollow resident Dan Bailey, a
non-profit founder, requested a demotion to be close to his family. Both were
closely ranked behind Smith.

Smith showed his character after learning about some of the other entrants
who were not selected as winners. He asked to be connected with them, so
he can share his prize package.

Among the prize in the package were a shirt and tie, a hand stamped sterling
silver money clip, a dinner for two, a haircut, a Pucci tie, a pair of sunglasses,
a session of beginning fly fishing school, a handbag and more than $375 of
other gift certificates.

Smith was very proud of his family and their efforts in helping him win the
prize package.

“I am very, very lucky. They are the biggest blessing | have in my life, ” Smith
said.

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Plan for new home for University Park Library reaches milestone
Cityiscloseto finalizng a letter of agreement with The Plaza at Preston Center owners

DALLAS, July 15, 2010 — Discussions of a plan to create a new site for the University Park Library have
progressed to an important stage with aletter of agreement for the project nearing completion.

Creating a permanent home for the University Park Library isalong-held dream of city leaders and the Friends
of the University Park Public Library. Currently the library islocated in donated space in the Chase Bank
building at Hillcrest Road and Daniel Avenue.

In April, the City of University Park announced it was in talks with representatives of the owners of The Plaza at
Preston Center and the board of the Friends of the University Park Library about potentially locating the library
in The Plaza. Owners of The Plaza have worked closely with the city and representatives of the Friends of the
Library to create a plan designed to enhance the center while also providing a new home for the library, which
provides an important service to the community.

With the letter of agreement nearing completion, the city is distributing renderings of the proposed library meant
to give residents an idea of the anticipated look of the project, although the final design may differ somewhat.
The owners of The Plaza will work directly with the city and library representatives on the library’s interior
space. Once the agreement isfinalized, it will be forwarded to the library board for review. Then the agreement
will be formally considered by the City Council.

The agreement, if approved, would call for the city of University Park to sell certain streets and alley rights-
of-way or easements in or adjacent to The Plaza in exchange for a second-floor library space of at least 15,000
sguare feet to be owned by the city. The space would be part of a new commercial building in The Plaza, which
will be solely financed and constructed by the center’s owners. Off-street parking for the library also would be
provided by owners of The Plaza. Because existing zoning at The Plaza already allows construction of the
proposed building, public hearings are not required by the city’s Planning and Zoning Commission or the City
Council.

Asit isnow envisioned, The Plaza’s new building retains the current configuration of shops and restaurants and
offers the opportunity to add 380 — 400 additional parking spaces and improve traffic flow throughout the center.
The construction is proposed to be completed in phases to minimize disruption and accessto The Plaza's popular
restaurants and shops.

The final letter of agreement will include an expected move-in date, although that date has not yet been decided.

The city of University Park and owners of the Plaza at Preston Center are planning to move the University Park Library to
the Plaza and are close to finalizing a letter of agreement, according to a release today. Right now, the library is at Hillcrest
and Daniel in the space donated by Chase Bank . They have been in talks about moving the facility since April. When the
agreement is finalized, it will go to the library board to review and then on to City Council.

If approved, UP would sell certain streets and alley-ways in the Plaza in exchange for a second-floor library space of at least
15,000 sguare feet owned by the city. The new, commercial building would retain the same look of most shops and
restaurants below, adding 380-400 more parking spaces.

An expected move-in date has not yet been confirmed.

As to rumors that it's
being thrown out now, Legacy executive Preston Phillips said he's heard no
such thing.

University Park officials announced Thursday that they are working on a plan to put the city's public library in
Preston Center.

The library collection, which has never had a permanent home, has most recently been housed in Shider Plaza's
Chase Bank building.

But library officials have been looking for a new location, in part because the Chase building has been the focus
of along-running battle between owner Albert Huddleston and city officials.

Huddleston wants to undertake a massive redevelopment project but city officials, prodded by residents and
merchants, have resisted letting it become as large as proposed in various forms during the past 10 years.

Thisweek, the fate of the library became a political issue as Huddleston and city officials floated separate plans.

Earlier this week, Huddleston said that he has endorsed several candidates in the upcoming City Council
elections and suggested that he'd help work out a solution for the library.

But Thursday, city leaders said they have already been in talks since the fall about moving the library to the
Plaza at Preston Center. Details have not been finalized, but an "agreement-in-principle” to move the library
there is expected soon, officials said.

In response, an executive with Huddleston's development firm, Legacy Hillcrest Investments, said the firm has
always planned "a first-class, permanent library to be a part of its project.”

"At one point the city came to L egacy and indicated its interest in a stand-alone library on the same block as
Legacy's property,” said L egacy executive Preston Phillips. "1t was only with that understanding that L egacy
proceeded with an application minus a public library.'

The latest Legacy proposal, which was withdrawn, did not feature alibrary.

The Chase building was already a hot topic thisweek because Huddleston unfurled banners with the names of
his picks for City Council atop it.

City officials said the banners violate ordinances on political advertising and ordered them removed. The
University Park Community L eague filed a complaint with the Texas Ethics Commission, saying they violate
state law because they do not indicate who paid for them.

Huddleston has been trying for 10 years to develop a multiuse development at the site. Recently, city officials
voted on a compromise to allow the project to proceed. But the vote came after Huddleston withdrew the
proposal, and he threatened to sue. The council revoked its vote rather than fight he matter.
